PROVO CITY SCHOOLS
ADMISSION ON NON-RESIDENT STUDENTS
POLICY

It is the policy of Provo City Schools to admit ngsidents to the schools of the district where individual
circumgances warrant. To gain admittance, mesident students must complete procedures outlined in the district
policies. It shall be the intent of the district where the-remident student is from out of state or from a foreign
country, to charge tuitioastablished by the Board of Education.-&Rpted March, 1994.

NON-RESIDENT TUITION POLICY

53A-2-205. (1) A local school board may permit a child residing outside the state to attend school within the district.
With the exception of a child enrolleshder Section 53&-206, the child is not included for the purpose of
apportionment of state funds.

(2) The board shall charge the nonresident child tuition at least equal to the per capita cost of the school program in
which the child enrolls unless theard, in open meeting, determines to waive the charge for that child in whole or
part. The official minutes of the meeting shall reflect the determinationvever, the Board cannot waive tuition

for an F1 student as per Section 625 of Public Law-208 in which Immigration requires-F students in the

public school system to pay the per capita cost.

The Superintendent and Clerk of the Board will set the tuition annually in compliance with the above
requirements of the law based on the per capsaaf the school program. The per capita cost will be computed by
utilization of the following formula:

From: Public law 104 -208, Omnibus Authorization Bill for the Commerce,
State and Justice departments, signed into law on September 30, 1996. The
bill contained provisions entitled the lllegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant




Responsibility Act o  f 1996 (IIRIRA). Provisions dealing with foreign students in
public schools follow:

SEC. 625. FOREIGN STUDENTS.

(@) Limitations --

(1) In general -- Section 214 (8 U.S.C. 1184) is amended by adding at the
end the following new subsection:

O(1)(1)An alien may not be accorded status as a nonimmigrant under
section 101(a)(15)(F)(i) in order to pursue a course of study -

O(A) at a public elementary school or in a publicly funded adult education
program; or

O(B) at a public secondary school unless -

O(i) the aggregate period of such status at such a school does not
exceed 12 months with respect to any alien, and

O(ii) the alien demonstrates that the alien has reimbursed the local
educational agency that administers the school for the full, unsubs idized per
capita cost of providing education at such school for the period of the alienOs
attendance.

O(2) An alien who obtains the status of a nonimmigrant under section
101(a)(15)(F)(i) in order to pursue a course of study at a private elementary or
secondary school or in a language training program that is not publicly funded
shall be considered to have violated such status and the alienOs visa under
section 101(a)(15)(F) shall be void, if the alien terminates or abandons such
course of study at such  a school and undertakes a course of study at a public
elementary school in a publicly funded adult education program, in a publicly
funded adult education language training program or at a public secondary
school (unless the requirements of paragraph (1)( B) are met).O

101(a)(15)(F) of the Immigration and Nationality Act after the end of the 60 -day
period beginning on the date of the enactment of this Act, including aliens

whose status as such a nonimmigrant is extended after the end of such period.
